Each of the tracks we race at uses a different radio frequency for their Flagging & Communications network.

Channel 1 is the Blackhawk Farms "F&C" radio system.  Radios/scanners should be tuned to 152.315 MHz to listen to that channel.

At Grattan "F&C" is on Channel 2, and at GingerMan "F&C" is on Channel 3.

Depending on staffing, we'll run either one or two radio networks.

If we're running two nets, then the following areas use the "F&C Net"

(Channel 1 at BFR): Central Control, all Corner stations, Grid & Pit, Sound Control, Starters, Timing&Scoring.

All other areas are on the "Auxiliary Net"  (usually Channel 2 or 5 at BFR). These areas include but are not limited to: Central Control, Rescue, Tech, Main Gate, Registration, Race Chairman.

Stewards can be found on either Net depending on the situation, but are usually on F&C.

At Road America we don't use our radios at all (well maybe the Stewards use a couple of them to talk between Central Control and the Pit Lane), all of the Council-staffed areas are on the RA F&C system (tune to 464.525 MHz to listen).

Any of the listed frequencies may be in use at any track at any time.

All channel assignments are subject to change at any time based on local conditions.
